Hi Margaret,

Many thanks for getting back to me so quickly. I really appreciate your
help on this.

Customarily, photographers retain copyright to their photos, even when
done for hire. Thus you may be the only one required for permissions.

OTOH, just to be sure that it's OK with the PA Weekly, I've e-mailed to
ask their permission too. It'll be interesting to see how they respond,
given that it's from so long ago.

BTW, Were you on the Weekly staff at the time, or did you do the
photograply on contract?

Regarding payment for use: The IEEE is a not-for-profit organization, and
the Solid State Circuits Society is just one of many subgroups within it.
Unfortunately, the SCCM isn't very well funded, and thus doesn't pay for
such photo usage (they likely think the photo-credit is of some value).

OTOH, assuming that the PA Weekly's permission also comes through OK, I'm
interested in exploring acquiring non-exclusive rights so that I could
reprint the photo in future works without having to seek permissions each
time, and I'd be willing to compensate you for enabling me to do that.

I'd need to figure out how to get a similar permission from the PA Weekly.
It's possible that they might do it gratis, given that the photo is of no
commercial value to them. They might also not consider that I need
permission from them, in which case we could make an arrangement on this,
without the Weekly being involved

Let's think about this and see what we can figure out. In the meantime
I'll keep you posted re how the Weekly responds.
