About on this report:

A comparison of the more recent 1972-1992 annuals counts of trans people seeking sex reassignment in Sweden with earlier results of Walinder71, using Walinder's definition of transsexualism.
Finds that the I(TS) value has remained almost exactly the same in recent years at 0.17 per 100,000 per year, with an mf/fm ratio of 1.4 : 1.  

Concludes that incidence has remained "constant" (at this 0.17 level). 

However, it then revises raw data downward by dismissing all “non-true-transsexuals” from the incidence numbers of those coming forward to the official SW clinic seeking sex reassignment. 

This leads a lower incidence figure of 0.14 per 100,000 per year, with fm/mf ratio = 1.

The report does NOT indicate any awareness that the numbers are lower bounds, and appears to take all reports of incidence and prevalence quite literally as authentic absolute values.

Note also that as part of the “downward revision” to include only “primary transsexuals”, this report appears to be counting only those who have successfully had their names changed in the official SW records. This it appears that it is NOT counting those seeking help (SH), but in fact is counting only those who are at least on hormone therapy (HT) (need to confirm this).

Therefore, in order to make this report commensurate with others, we tabulate its results as follows:
I(HTAmf) = I(HTAfm) = 0.14 : 100,000 = 1 : 710,000 (approx.)
