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About this report:

This is an extremely interesting and important paper.

Although it reports using the same criteria as Waliner for identifying transsexual people, it appears that it actually counted records of SRS's from the Dept of Obst and Gyn at the National Univ., plus a few reports from two private surgeons.

Thus this paper is reporting the Prevalence of SRS, and NOT the prevalence of TS.

Up to 1986, 343 mf and 115 fm trans people had come forward to Singapore medical authorities seeking and undergoing sex-reassignment. 

The 1986 population > 15 was 979,300 males and 954,900 females:

Thus the normalized prevalence figures are: 
P(SRSmf) = 1 : 2,900

P(SRSfm) = 1 : 8,300
[Tsoi88] discusses the difficulties of determining the prevalence of transsexualism using standard epidemiological methods (surveys, samplings). However, it does not suggest that its results are lower bounds on the prevalence of transsexualism, perhaps because its results for SRS prevalence were so much higher than those reported elsewhere. 

Note too that by all accounts only a small fraction of transsexual people have undergone SRS:

P(SRS) = nP(TS), where n = 0.20, to 0.10, or even smaller.

Thus the prevalence of transsexualism in Singapore is many times higher than the documented prevalence of SRS there.
