Walinder reports on counts of authorized cross-gender name changes in Sweden in the years 67-68, 68-69, and 69-70, and derives figures for the incidence of transsexualism from these counts:

I(TSmf) = 0.20 : 100,000  (i.e., 1 : 500,000)

I(TSfm) = 0.20 : 100,000  (i.e., 1 : 500,000)

Some of the counted people will have had SRS, and some will not. The name change data do not include this in evidence. 

In its opening paragraph, the report indicates awareness that these provide only lower bounds on the incidence of transsexualism.
