I was just about to append the Pearson permission-letter (attached) to the retrospective article that I'm writing, when I noticed that my last name is missing in both the first sentence and the required photo-credit line:

"You have our permission to reprint content from our publication: INTRODUCTION TO VLSI SYSTEMS by MEAD ISBN 0201043580"

"The following credit line must appear with our content:
MEAD, INTRODUCTION TO VLSI SYSTEMS, 1st Edition, © 1980.
Reprinted by permission of Pearson Education, Inc., Upper Saddle River, NJ"


It turns out that I was co-author of (and an equal contributor to) that book. It sold almost 70,000 copies, and went on to become a famous book in the computer industry. It has always been referred to the "Mead & Conway" text. See for example these links:

My guess is that Pearson's internal records only list the first author for purposes of record-filing, and that this can lead to a dropping of a co-author's name from the file-name.

However, for purposes of scholarly accuracy it is vitally important that both authors' names be included in any published credit-line.

Thus I'd appreciate it if you would resend the permission letter after editing those lines as follows (with my last name inserted as co-author):

"You have our permission to reprint content from our publication: INTRODUCTION TO VLSI SYSTEMS by MEAD & CONWAY ISBN 0201043580"

"The following credit line must appear with our content:
MEAD & CONWAY, INTRODUCTION TO VLSI SYSTEMS, 1st Edition, © 1980.
Reprinted by permission of Pearson Education, Inc., Upper Saddle River, NJ"


This is especially important in this case, because the retrospective I am writing includes reminiscences of the creation of the Mead & Conway text and of my role in the work. It would be really strange if my name then weren't even mentioned as co-author in the required credit-line.
